Overview
The Legislative Branch includes the Legislative Assembly (Legislature) and five other agencies. The Legislature represents the public. It provides a forum for debate of Oregon’s public policy. The five other agencies support the Legislature’s operation. They provide administrative services and specialized analysis. 

Requested Budget
The budgets maintain program operations at current levels. A major project for the 1999-2001 biennium continues work on the information system migration. 

Governor’s Adjustment

The Legislature and its support agencies are a separate branch of government. The Governor does not have budget authority for the legislative branch. However, the law requires a balanced budget for the State. For this reason, the Governor’s budget reduces the requested Legislative Administration Committee’s budget by $5,064,822 General Fund.

It brings the budget for the legislative branch as a whole to two percent above the initial current service level estimate and approximates the amount of increase recommended for the rest of State government. 

This adjustment is not a recommendation on the specific elements of the legislative branch’s budget. The full budget requests are shown in the agency summary in this document. This is the request that the 1999 Legislature will consider.
