The survey is about the Oregon Benchmarks, a set of measures that reflect how well Oregon “looks" in
the following areas: economy, education, civic engagement, social support, public safety, community
development and environment. Oregon, which adopted its initial benchmarks in 1990, is well known as
the first state in the nation to adopt a set of tell-it-like-it-is societal measures

Benchmarks are used to measure how the state Is progressing towards its 20-year strategic vision called Oregon Shines
and its three goals: quality jobs for all Oregonians, safe, caring and engaged communities and healthy, sustainable
surroundings. The Progress Board prepares reports for the legislature every two years based on benchmark data
Oregon Shines and past benchmark performance reports are available at www.oregon.gov/DAS/OPB

The Progress Board biennially considers modifications to the benchmarks based on public input. A citizen survey at
www.oregon gov/DAS/OPB asks Oregonians about the issues they feel should be reflected in the benchmarks. It will
remain open to all interested takers until 5:00 p m. on June 18 when it will be closed for analysis
