In 2002, Oregon employers rated the overall quality of Oregon University System graduates with engineering or computer science degrees 3.59 on a five-point scale. The 2002 data point was the first for this measure and future targets have not been established. 

· STUDENT-TO-FACULTY RATIO
Oregon University System pm#12
The ratio of public university students to faculty was 27.0 in 2004, achieving that year’s target of 27.5 or lower.  This measure had an overall worsening trend from since the mid-1990s, after which enrollment increased without a corresponding increase in full-time faculty. However, the ratio improved slightly in 2004, when enrollment slowed and faculty levels increased.  

· STUDENT RETENTION
Oregon University System pm#13
The percent of full-time freshmen returning for their second year at an Oregon public university increased from 79.1% in 1999 to 79.8% in 2004.  Annual data fluctuated by two percentage points or less during this time.  Although the 2004 target of 80.5% was not met, annual targets were achieved from 2001-2003.  

· FRESHMEN COMPLETION
Oregon University System pm#14
The percent of full-time Oregon University System freshmen graduating within six years increased from 52.8% in 1999 to 58.0% in 2004.  Annual targets were met for all years except 2002, the only year the rate decreased.  

· TRANSFER STUDENT COMPLETION
Oregon University System pm#15
After increasing annually from 69.8% in 1999 to 76.2% in 2003, the percent of Oregon community college transfer students completing a bachelor’s degree at an OUS university decreased to 75.7% in 2004. The 2004 target of 76.5% was not met.  

· INTERNSHIP PARTICIPATION RATE
Oregon University System pm#23
In 2003, 49.1% of bachelor’s degree recipients had participated in an OUS-approved internship.  This number had previously increased from 50% in 1999 to 64% in 2001.  The unusually high rate in 2001 was attributed to different question wording on the survey of bachelor’s degree recipients that year.  Since the 2003 target was based on the inflated 2001 value, performance fell short of the target for 2003.

The number of bachelor’s degrees awarded at OUS universities fluctuated from 1999 to 2001, and increased annually from 2001 to 2004. Annual targets were met in 2001 and 2003, while achievement fell short of targets by one degree awarded for both 2002 and 2004. 

· ADVANCED DEGREES AWARDED
Oregon University System pm#25
In 2004, OUS awarded 4,469 advanced degrees. Data increased annually from 1999 to 2004, except in 2001. Targets were met in all years for which they existed.  

· ENGINEERING / COMPUTER SCIENCES DEGREES AWARDED
Oregon University System pm#26 
The number of engineering and computer sciences degrees awarded increased annually from 1999 to 2004, achieving annual targets in all years for which they were established.  

· EMPLOYED GRADUATES
Oregon University System pm#27
The percent of OUS graduates who are employed or continuing their education dropped from 92.5% in 2001 to 88.1% in 2003. Biennial targets were established for 2005 forward. Similarly, the number of graduates employed in Oregon decreased from 80.2% in 2001 to 79.6% in 2003.  OUS attributes the economic downturn and subsequent high unemployment rates as factors for these decreases.  

· BASIC SKILLS PROGRAM COMPLETION
Community Colleges & Workforce Development pm#3
After decreasing from 2002 to 2004, the number of adults completing a Basic Skills or English as a Second Language Level increased in 2005.  No annual targets were met during those years. The Basic Skills program helps adults obtain the knowledge and skills necessary for work, continued education, self-sufficiency, and community involvement.  Examples of basic skills include: reading, writing, math, English, and computer literacy. (more)

· COMPUTER TRAINING COMPLETION
Community Colleges & Workforce Development pm#4
After increasing to 32,649 in 2001, the number of students successfully completing a community college course in word processing, spreadsheet software, or use of the Internet decreased annually to 27,243 in 2004.  Annual targets existed for 2003 and 2004, but were not met.
